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For Bangladesh, the traumatic memories of 1971
continue to haunt its very sense of identity in the same
way as the memories of 1947 continually reflect on how
India and Pakistan deal with each other’s existence.
Indeed, there is much that is similar between 1947 and
1971: both involved the dramatic and traumatic
dismemberment of nations, followed by a massive
migration of people, and violence that resulted in the
deaths of hundreds of thousands, if not millions.

The wounds of a war run much deeper than the physical
manifestations of the destruction it leaves behind. There
is emotional scarring — the mental trauma of a people
who have seen the unforgettable, and are haunted by
their dreams.
